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DUAL EDUCATION IN WARTIME CONDITIONS: CRISIS AS A POST
OFFICE FOR DEVELOPMENT

Abstract. n the context of wartime challenges in Ukraine, the educational
system must rapidly adapt to ensure continuity and relevance. One of the most
promising solutions is the implementation of dual education, particularly in
practice-oriented fields such as journalism. Dual education facilitates the
integration of academic knowledge with real-world experience, allowing students
to contribute to state functions even during emergencies. For journalism students,
this includes participation in countering disinformation, supporting national
information campaigns, and documenting war crimes. The wartime environment
highlights the need for flexible, innovative approaches that can maintain
educational standards while responding to societal demands. This paper examines
the potential of dual education to preserve human capital, support national
resilience, and foster professional development through active student
involvement in information warfare and digital communication. The broader
transformation of journalism into a media-centric field further supports the
integration of remote tools, creative technologies, and online platforms in the
learning process. In these conditions, education becomes both a stabilizing and
mobilizing force, enabling young professionals to contribute meaningfully to
Ukraine’s recovery and defense efforts.

In the modern educational space, considering the current challenges,
particularly the conditions of wartime in Ukraine, it is necessary to transition to
innovative forms of learning. The search for creative teaching approaches in the
implementation of educational programs is pushing the Ukrainian educational
space to adopt dual education as an opportunity to create learning platforms
within the boundaries of practice bases beyond the classrooms.

In today's educational space, considering the current challenges,
particularly the wartime conditions in Ukraine, it is necessary to transition to
innovative forms of learning. The search for creative teaching approaches in the
implementation of educational programs is pushing the Ukrainian educational

system to adopt dual education as an opportunity to create learning platforms
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within practice bases, beyond the classroom. Innovative educational institutions
are interested in new approaches to the educational process, as the current
experience, especially during wartime, shows that only classroom-based forms of
education and short-term practice do not provide the opportunity to maintain the
educational process under emergency conditions. The practical nature of the
"Journalism” specialty during wartime allows even students to be involved in
Important state strategic matters. For example, in the context of the Russian-
Ukrainian war, it is clear that such efforts are applied when documenting war
crimes to subsequently pass this information to state structures. Specifically, in
order to comply with the laws of wartime regarding video documentation and to
prevent cybersecurity risks during information warfare, the government has
created a series of chatbots, the content of which can be fully supported by
students’ efforts. The Ministry of Digital Transformation of Ukraine has
published a list of chatbots that help resist the occupier, as well as provide advice
on how to help oneself and others [1].

Such practices in real-time create opportunities to keep the education sector
functional, maintain the educational process, and support the state's critical
infrastructure in dynamic conditions. Contemporary challenges and threats
require flexible approaches in all sectors to maintain the country’s life-supporting
activities and enable it to recover from critical situations under any conditions.
For the global world, this is a crucial function, ensuring which creates a powerful
potential for sustainable development and continuous societal growth.
Consequently, only under these conditions can the state remain resilient in the
global space, preserving its young generation, capable of actively participating in
important production sectors. The third millennium has become a serious test for
the world regarding the survival of individual countries and even continents. The
departure from stereotypes in approaches to the educational process creates the
foundation for the development of the labor market. Systemic transformations are

driven by life itself, providing grounds for new demands from the state as an
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employer. Such activity broadens the boundaries and opportunities for the
student’s realization. Remote work and extensive internet resources for the
"Journalism” specialty provide a suitable field for implementing theoretical
knowledge and forming specialized competencies. Educational programs that
Incorporate experiments, testing, and innovative technologies are a promising
strategy for the general development of Ukraine's educational space. The scale of
changes in specific educational programs is limitless. The more flexible the
program, the more dynamic and long-lasting it will remain in terms of its practical
relevance for societal needs and the higher its demand.

Journalism is a relatively old specialty. Today, this field has a broader name
— media. The change in nomenclature is not just external; it represents a
significant expansion of internal changes and comprehensive processes behind
this term. The longevity of the specialty is not just because it can be applied in
various historical periods, but because it adapts to the tasks of the world’s current
phase. The dynamics of global processes confirm the viability of specific
specialties that are capable of reformatting, adapting to the surrounding
conditions, and transforming formal knowledge into productive functions through
information-technological support for the life cycle of society.

If we delve into the current problems and consider where students can be
useful today (I focus on dual education for the «Journalism» specialty), it’s clear
that there is a shortage of professional resources in certain fields. First and
foremost, this involves active work in overcoming information warfare.
Countering fake news, creating Ukrainian narratives in mass media and social
networks is an activity accessible to young people who may not yet have a
diploma but possess powerful mass support that can help achieve success. The
sheer mass involvement in this process could become a driving force. Youth
communication networks offer serious support and sometimes even an essential
component that only young people can implement, as the age factor can become

a bifurcation point, creating the necessary synergistic effect in these processes.
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Regarding Ukrainian narratives, creating and spreading modern Ukrainian
patriotic texts, songs, slogans, and jokes are messages that others will repeat. This
quickly fills the information space — from the internet to billboards and posters
on streets, during actions, demonstrations, and flash mobs. This kind of creativity
today can be considered a youth volunteer movement. It is also worth noting that
this is not just about symbolism. As noted by the Minister of Culture of Ukraine,
O. Tkachenko, «One of them [narratives] is success. It is related to the realization
of dreams and plans that support us, give optimism, and help us take pride in our
country» [2].

In the context of modern warfare, considerable efforts are needed in
informational and psychological confrontation, maintaining and popularizing the
Ukrainian language and culture worldwide, presenting unaltered Ukrainian
history, and fighting Russian propaganda media. All these processes are within
the capabilities of students in a dual education program in the "Journalism"
specialty. In the face of external aggression, Ukraine can be a pioneer in this
experience.

Dual education is one of the innovative approaches to education; on one
hand, it involves simple but quality changes in the perception of academic
education outcomes. Of course, the media sector can rely more on refining media
product creation technologies, blogging practices, and methods of information
collection and verification. In other words, improving technical and applied
methods and practices in practical work. Currently, the «Journalismy» specialty
can significantly strengthen the information front, as public opinion formation
often happens through a network of contacts. The education system must offer
Ukrainian students all possible opportunities to prevent a drain of human capital.
On one hand, friendly countries offer to provide our youth with education and
employment opportunities, but on the other, this could threaten Ukraine, as it
already faces a greater demographic gap due to the numerous casualties of war.
The preservation of human capital must happen through innovative educational
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programs that can attract and engage Ukrainian students in the active rebuilding
of their country. This issue thus becomes a matter of national security. Therefore,
our education system must preserve and expand all existing achievements and use
new forms, such as dual education, to maximize their activation and adapt them

to wartime conditions.
